                     TWO MAN MECHANICS – NEMOA 2010
What are the responsibilities for the Plate Umpire and the Base Umpire in each situation listed?
1. Bases empty:
· Ground ball touches 1st base and goes foul

· Hit in gap; batter runner misses 2nd or 3rd base

· Line drive down RF line

· Slow roller up 1st base line

· Batted ball down 3rd base line
· Routine fly ball to CF
· Trouble fly ball down the RF line

· Trouble fly ball down LF line

· Pop up to F3 behind first base near foul line

· Ground ball to F6 and overthrow on play at first base
· Ground ball to F4 going toward RF line 

· Line drive to F5

· Line drive to F4 going to his left

· Pop up to the catcher

· BR hit by catcher’s throw out of running lane

· Swipe tag or pulled foot at first base.
· Tag of runner before and after 45 foot line
· Hit to LF, BR bumped by F3 in attempt to reach second
2. Runners on base :
· Pickoff attempt of runners on first and on second
· Pickoff attempt of runner at first; ball gets by F3

· Routine fly ball to CF; bases loaded
· Trouble fly ball in gap in right CF; runner at second tags up after catch
· Fly ball down RF line near foul line, runner on first
· Trouble fly ball down LF line

· Trouble fly ball down RF line; runner on third
· Slow roller up 1st base line

· Batted ball down 3rd base line
· Ground ball to F5 with runner on first and second
· Line drive to F5 with runner on second
· Steal attempt from first to second – goes to rundown
· Runners on first and second – double steal
· Runner on first and third; one out, fly ball to CF caught; runners tags and runner from first tagged out at second
· Runner on first – base hit into gap in RF

· Runners at first and third – base hit into right CF

· Runners on first and second; routine fly ball to CF; double tag up

· Runner on first and third; runner attempts to steal second – goes to rundown

· Runners on second; two outs, base hit in CF gap, batter runner tagged out at second

· Runner on first; base hit in left CF; lead runner misses third. 

· Runner on first; base hit in left CF; lead runner misses second. 

· Fly ball to pitcher or catcher
· Fly ball down 1st or 3rd base line between home and the base

· Fly ball to F5; runner on first

· Runners on first and second; ground ball to F4, close play at first; runner on second breaks for third

3. Plate umpire mechanics

· Ball and strike calls – signals, timing 

· Strike zone

· Stance

· Pre game conference

· Plays at plate

· Foul ball vs. foul tip

· Checked swing

· Pulled foot
· Stepping out of the batter’s box
· Swipe tag

· Hit batsman

· Intentional walk

· Position in between innings

· Balk

· Base umpire goes out

· Coverage of third

· Offensive and defensive conferences

· Line up cards

· Fly ball coverage – infield and outfield

· Interference in running lane

· Touch of bases

· Rundowns

· Ball out of play

· Timing play
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
