· Authority – Rule 10, Section 2, Article 3g.

· Review of training schedule 
· Attendance policy for training based on NEMOA bylaws:
· Must attend majority of training sessions (includes state clinic, annual meeting and state test)

· Mandatory attendance at state clinic and state test to be registered
· Fines; exclusion from post season assignments
· Training will be based on Federation rules with review of important differences between Federation and MLB rules

· State test – a score of 70 or greater needed for registration; if you score below 70, you may retake the test at later date.
· NEMOA policy on high school vs. summer and fall baseball
· Recruitment incentive
· NEMOA and MPSSAA fees

· All communication – electronic – no hard copy mailed notices
· Assignments, accepting and turning games in via Arbiter
· Emergency cancellations by phone
· Game fees and payment – new HCPS contract
· Roster – contact info for partners, NEMOA officers, high schools
· Verification of game cancellations with high schools

· Game procedures: call partner before game; arrival, pre game conference with partner, field and equipment inspection, plate meeting with coaches, departure

· Pre game conference – with coaches
· Line up cards – review use during course
· Umpire equipment and uniform

· Weather guidelines: lightning, darkness and unsafe fields
· Ejections and serious injuries
· Must file incident report
· Must be sent ASAP after game to assignor and VP
· County AD needs report no later than 0800 next morning from VP Baseball
· Standard NEMOA report on Web site or detailed email message
